• What Are BMP? 

 “BMPs are scheduling of activities, prohibitions of practices, 

maintenance procedures, and other management practices to 
prevent or reduce the discharge of pollutants. BMPs also 
include treatment requirements, operating procedures, and 
practices to control site runoff, spillage or leaks, sludge or 
waste disposal, or drainage from raw material storage.”  
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Two fundamental BMP

– Preserving Natural 
Vegetation 

– Plastic Fencing 

– Mulching 

– Nets and Blankets
